Terms of Reference 
 
 
Purpose:  
 
To provide scrutiny, support and transparency to the Cheshire Constabulary’s approach to the 

delivery of football policing operations. This will ensure that operations are balanced and 

proportionate. This will ensure that the Constabulary is effectively discharging their policing 

responsibilities in this area.  The group can also provide guidance, support and opinion around some 

of the national themes in this area that are emerging from a public perspective.
